Its Usages in Chinese Textbooks of the Joseon Dynasty and Its Mongolian Origin

[Abstract] This paper deals with the usages and the origin of foulie % | in the Chinese textbooks
of the Joseon dynasty. When following the nominal and verbal components, foulie mainly functions
as a subject or topic marker, or expresses a hypothetical relation; while posited sentence-finally, it
indicates various moods. The usages of foulie correspond with those of the hypothetical converb
and auxiliary verb bol/ in Mongolian, and the pronunciation of foulie is also similar to bol. The
pronunciation and meaning of bo/ are basically the same with the Hangul transcription and
interpretation of foulie in the textbooks. It is proposed that foulie comes into Chinese from
Mongolian and then enters the Chinese textbooks of the Joseon dynasty.
